
Transport for London have introduced two new heritage services using traditional London

buses.  The routes run from around 0930 in the morning until 1800 in the evening every

day with a 15 minute frequency.  For these special services a fleet of restored
Routemaster  buses have been provided and repainted into their 1960’s appearance.

valid ticket or Travelcard (no special tickets needed).  This includes the London

Travelcard which is also valid on all Transport for London buses and the Underground.
